When asked what she missed about 
Madagascar, Fara replied first with ñthe 
sunò, though she added she also misses 
ñmy activities in my churches, my family 
and my work.ò Fara, along with her 
daughter, Emélie, arrived in Brussels two 
and a half years ago following her husbandôs job. Since 
then, she has discovered a much faster pace of living in 
Brussels. ñWe are rushing against time here,ò she says. ñIn 
Madagascar things are slower.ò To help offset the change 
in lifestyle, Fara, who cites Isaiah 43:1-3 as her favorite 
verses, says she has been fortunate to find a tight-knit 
community of Malagasy people, many of whom are now 
part of ALCBôs outreach to this French-speaking group. 
ñThe unity of the people surrounding me in our faith,ò Fara 
says, ñhas been a true blessing since moving to Belgium.ò
