     Church plant ð Inauguration is imminent.   
With our Christian friends of the Lutheran Church of Madagascar here in Brussels we 

are looking forward to the great opening of this new church plant! At the end of summer 

vacation, probably August 28 we will join them in the celebration. 

    The Lutheran faith was brought to Madagascar by Norwegian and American mission-

aries. The church grew and spread, and became autonomous as one body in 1950, under 

the name Malagasy Lutheran Church (Fiangonana Loterana MalagasyðEglise Lu-

thérienne Malgache). The oldest of the Lutheran congregations in Madagascar was 

founded in the early 19th Century. With almost 3 million baptized members it is the 

third largest church in Madagascar and is one of the fastest growing Lutheran churches 

in the world. Its success is due in part to an indigenous revival movement, known as 

Fifohazana, that has worked through the church since the early twentieth century. 

    The Malagasy language relates to the language of central Indo-

nesia and the Philippines, but they use the Latin alphabet. So sing-

ing their hymns is quite possible! Give it a try! “Jesus“ is pro-

nounced pretty much how you pronounce it in English. A tip: “o”  

is pronounced like the “oo” in moon. 

    For the opening service we expect guests from Madagascar, 

France and other parts of Europe, as well as Christians from Brus-

sels. ALCB is co-hosting the event. Thank you for your help.
