Christians in North Korea, China, Iran, Iraq, Saudi Arabia and many other countries are oppressed, mistreated, 

locked away. Communist countries have outlawed Christian faith. Muslims resent and fight the idea of Jesus being 
Godôs Son. Even in our region our Christian convictions are met with opposition. Believe it or not: the persecution 

that Christians suffer has never in history been so wide spread as today.  

    The persecuted Christians remind us that suffering comes with following Christ. Our Lord has not promised that 
life with Him now would be any easier or that we automatically would have success. He has not promised us the 

riches of the world. The opposite is the case: He tells us plainly that His message and our testimony is going to be 

met with hostility: If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross and follow me.  
(Mark 8:34)  He is not against pleasure, nor is He saying that we should seek pain needlessly. However, we keep our 

faith in Him moment by moment, to do His will even when the work is difficult and the future looks bleak. It is the 

hope of forgiveness and the reunification with God the Father that carry Christians through suffering. In Lent we 

especially remember Christós suffering for us.  The one who puts his or her faith in Jesusó forgiveness and submits 
his or her life to God will not only experience persecution but also Godós blessing. Thatós His promise. In our 

prayers let us not forget our suffering brothers and sisters in the same Lord Jesus.
