Winter2Go — By dressing up as Santa Claus (St. Nicholas, Sinterklaas, etc.), it is
much easier to gain access to people on the streets. Since the legendary figure has such
a positive image, people are easy to talk to — even when addressed in public places.
In these one-on-one conversations, the Gospel of Jesus Christ is preached and prayers
for healing or other needs can be offered. We often start conversations by simply
asking whether people know the reason why Christmas is celebrated. While using the
public transit or hanging out in open public places, we can reach people with the Good
News by singing Christmas Carols and handing out evangelistic booklets.

Concept

- Two meetings: In the morning, we will meet together to teach, prepare and send out.
In the evening, we will meet again to give thanks and share testimonies.

- Preaching the Word in busy places like subways, Christmas markets etc. — Singing
Christmas Carols is easy

- One on one conversations — everyone can participate!

Winter2go 2010 mobilized more than 2000 Santas. The gospel was preached to
thousands of people in 27 countries and in over 100 cities by believers dressed as Santa
Claus. People came to the faith in countries like Australia, Brazil, France, South
Africa, Ukraine, and of course Belgium. This year on December 4th.
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Do vs. Say It has little impact when we tell our children to be
responsible for their attitudes and actions when we fail to model it
ourselves. Do your kids hear you pointing the long finger of blame at
others (parents, employers, ministers, teachers, coaches, etc.) for your
problems? Do they see you making excuses for your failures rather
than taking responsibility for them? If so, you may find it difficult to
instill the value of personal responsibility, because more is caught than
taught. Do your best to model personal responsibility in the everyday
moments of life.

In the Same BoatTo avoid giving the impressions to your children
that they are sinful and you are not, make sure to admit that you are in
the same boat. Without going into too much detail, take some
opportunities to tell your kids that you sin, too. You may want to tell
them about times in your life when you made some wrong choices, and
the consequences of those choices. Also, when you say something you
shouldn't because you are in a bad mood, don't make excuses - confess
it was wrong, as sin. When you lose your temper with the kids over a
minor irritation, swallow your pride long enough to admit you were
wrong, and that you, too, need to confess your sin and be accountable
before God for your actions and choices.
