     Church Building vs. Church Family 

    Did you know that I was once thinking of becoming an architect? It‟s only natural that 

I appreciate good architecture—of course in a church building as well.  
    The question is: How much building is necessary for a church: A table, four walls, a 

roof and a candle? Does it need to be a room that gets under your skin, a place of mys-

teries?  

    The answer: It‟s the wrong question. Jesus said that He will build His church (Mark 

16:18) - and He did not think of brick and mortar. It‟s not a building that makes a 

church, but the believers in Christ who gather around their Savior and God‟s Word make 

a church. We cannot experience church until we come together. It‟s high time that we 

use the word “church” in the way Jesus did, namely for the beloved children of God. 

Jesus‟ presence will be tangible for everybody. Buildings cannot communicate that. 

    “Church” in the New Testament is not a religious word at all, but a common everyday 

term. Ekklesia means the crowd, fellowship or assembly. The church is the people. We 
are family with God as our heavenly Father. 

    Also: Both the local church and the universal church is called the Church. The local 

body, no matter how small or how large, is called the church, and the whole worldwide 

Body of Christ is also called the Church. The Church is Jesus‟ body whether it is gath-

ered or scattered. This simply means that wherever there is a group or Christians gath-

ered there is the Church!

The Shield for Conflicts 

Children and teens often try to avoid or delay doing what parents ask them to 

do by reaoning or arguing instructions, leading to conflicts.  If you do not 

want to get drawn into an argument wit h your children, you need a shield that 

sets a boundary and deflects the argument. 
Here„s how it works: 

1ðYou give your child a directions.  For example, “Matt, it‟s time to go to 

bed now.” 

2—Your child begins to argue: “But I went to bed early last night, my com-

puter game is almost over.” 

3—You respond with the shield: “Nevertheless, I need you to go to bed now.” 

 

Whatever your child says, you simply respond with either “nevertheless or 

regardless” and then repeat your instruction firmly and calmly.  Here‟s the 

most important tip: do not add anything to your instruction.  The minute you 

add anything to your instructions, you open yourself up for a long conversa-

tion and a power struggle.  Using the shield will lead you to give simple in-
structions.  An instruction with reasons invites discussion.  A brief instruction 

invites action.
