What is Baptism? – Baptism is not just plain water, but it is the water included in God’s 
command and combined with God’s Word. 

– It works forgiveness of sins, rescues from death and the devil, 
and gives eternal salvation to all who believe this, as the words and promises of God 
declare.

Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in2 the name of the 
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have 
commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”

What is confession? – Confession has two parts. First, that we confess our sins, and 
second, that we receive absolution, that is, forgiveness, from the pastor as from God 
Himself, not doubting, but firmly believing that by it our sins are forgiven before God in 
heaven.  

If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. If we confess 
our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness. 1 John 1:8-9 

What is Communion? – It is the true body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ / under the 
bread and wine, / instituted by Christ Himself / for us Christians to eat and to drink. 

Where is it written? – The holy Evangelists Matthew, Mark, Luke and St. Paul write: Our 
Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was betrayed, took bread, and when He had 
given thanks, He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, eat. This is my 
body, which is given for you. This do in remembrance of Me. In the same way also He 
took the cup after supper, and when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying, 
“Drink of it, all of you. This cup is the New Testament in My blood, which is shed for you 
for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me. 

Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path. Psalm 119:105
