He found a way
through darkness, suffering and pain to a new life, an eternal,
perfect life in light. - | read an example in a devotion these
days: Miners are trapped in their tunnel. Darkness everywhere,
the air runs shorter quickly. Desperation begins to emerge, staring into death's eye. But one of the
miners doesn’t accept the situation. He starts digging - and suddenly his shovel breaks through
the stones. A bit of light falls into the tunnel, fresh air streams into his face and fills the dark cave.
He turns to his fellows and shouts: “I have broken through! We are free! Come, follow me!” - This
is our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. He became one of us in the tunnel of our lives, and after we
were caved in by the sin of the world, he broke through into freedom and a new life in light and
fresh air. This happened on Easter Morning and since then Christians all over the world have been
celebrating Easter every Sunday to remember that we are fellows of this way out of darkness. -
Come, as often as you can, to find new hope and to be strengthened for your life! Listen to the Lord
when he calls us: “Come, Follow Me!” (hymn: “Come, Follow Me,” the Savior Spake - LSB 688) -
The second stanza says: “l am the light, | light the way, A godly life displaying; | bid you walk as in
the day | keep your feet from straying. | am the way, and well | show How you must sojourn here
below.” - | wish you that together with many blessings and joy for this Eastertide,
